Financial Report: LGIP: $514,777.10 Checking: $2,506.83. Board members sign monthly checks. M&W reached out to Megan regarding a double payment that was deposited. Mary Jo called to get a refund of that amount. The amount exceeded $3,000. Mary Jo will get the paperwork over to July for the audit next week. There were two distributions in July for taxes. There was an error on the county’s side. $875 of interest was released on July 1st. Mary Jo checked if the city of Jordan Valley was in the Vector taxing district. On the assessor website it indicates that the City of Jordan Valley is not included in the district. 
Ray motions to approve the financial report, Jimmy seconded the motion. Passed unanimously
Operations Report: 
Mosquito numbers are dropping in some areas but picking up in others. The district has set 533 traps so far this season and there are 20 traps that have not been counted yet. 6,646 culex have been tested and 21,377 mosquitoes in total have been collected. 294 RAMP tests have been conducted. 6 positive samples have been detected. The most recent positive was on 8/4 in two separate locations. Karla is finishing her round of treatments on Vale West Bench. Vale, Harper, Ontario, Nyssa, and Adrian have been barrier sprayed. Annex School called to rescheduled to 8/22. Four Rivers will be sprayed tomorrow 8/15. 
July mosquito numbers: Culex 3,829: Other 6,677: Total mosquitoes caught 10,506: RAMP Test 127: Traps set 166

The fall Oregon mosquito meeting will be held in Hood River on the 20th-21st of November. The Northwest Mosquito Association meeting will be held in Island Park, ID October 22nd-23rd. The Oregon State doctor. Dr. Debess informed the counties that the ELC grant from the CDC was about 20% of what was asked. Dr. Debess did mention that it would probably get the districts through this year of testing but need to budget testing into the districts 2026 budget. Megan has made Malheur County a member of the American Mosquito Control Association. This will allow the district to reach out to other districts and states within the United States. There are classes that are pit on by the association to help educate the public and even district employees.
