Financial Report: 
Checking: $6,964.60 LGIP: $687,603.22. Budget meeting is set for May 13th at 5:00pm at Mackey’s Public House in Ontario, Oregon. A claims adjuster handling Megan’s workman compensation claim contacted Mary Jo regarding a day missed due to Megan’s injury. It was brought to the board’s attention weather or not they (the board) would pay Megan for that missed day or if SAIF would pay for that missed day. The board discussed and decided to pay Megan for that missed day, but if multiple days in a row were missed then that would get reported to SAIF so the workman’s compensation would pay for that time missed. The board chairman mentions having a discussion with the claims adjuster and stated if Megan is not able to fulfil her job duties, then there’s a risk of her being terminated from her position due to her work-related injury and they don’t want to risk it. Most of property tax has been received, May is when the district may see an increase but not by much. The board also discussed a budget reserve with a five-year budget goal, to order updated equipment. With fair this year Megan is working on the schedule for the employees and herself. There will be a possibility of overtime for seasonals, and the board will discuss comp time for Megan. The board and Megan were given the Management Evaluation Form that had the board’s thoughts and Megan’s self-evaluation. All board members, Megan and Mary Jo, reviewed the form. 
Operations Report: 
Karla, Mary and Megan attended the credit class that was held down in Jordan Valley. Megan informed the board that Karla had given her a paper with hours from December for taking online classes through OSU for her credit hours for her apprentice license that totaled 48hrs. Karla also joined Megan in La Grande for a pesticide class.
Kelly motions to pay Karla the 48 hours for classes taken in December and pay for attending the classes that were held in Jordan Valley and La Grande and have Megan write up a Continuation Education Units CEU policy, Jeremy seconds passed unanimously. 
Megan called C&B Trailers in Caldwell, ID. The trailer is a Highlander aluminum trailer, they gave Megan a price range of $5,500 - $6,000. The trailer is the same dimensions as Amandas weed trailer and the price she got for her tailer was $5,000. The board would like Megan to call C&B trailers and see about getting a price on Amandas trailer. Also, see what C&B trailers would give for trade in. Megan is waiting to hear from ODF&W and the state about the district’s Pesticide Use Plan (PUP) we need that before any product can be applied. All products have been delivered. Owyhee field days will be April 23-24th. As of now the plan is to have it at the bottom of the dam, but that is subject to change to Homedale, if flooding increases in the area. The Malheur County fair will be held on July 29th through August 2nd. Megan wants to change how the fair booth will be staffed so work out in the field will be completed during day hours and traps are getting set efficiently. Megan has also set dates for the two tire collections this year. The first one will be on April 18th at the Malheur County fairgrounds park lot from 9am-1pm. The second one will be May 16th at the Vector shop from 9am-1pm. April 8th and 9th is the Oregon Mosquito and Northwest Spring meeting in Richland, WA. Megan is not sure what will take place, but the agenda has not been sent out yet. Finally, Megan has talked to Ellen regarding Workman’s Comp and SDAO workshops and is waiting to hear back from her. 
Kelly motions to purchase two (2) flex flow pumps for two foggers for this coming season. Jimmy seconds passed unanimously.
