Ray motions to approve previous meeting minutes with changes on spelling. Jeremy seconds passed unanimously. 

Financial Report: LGIP: $533,950.40 Checking: $27,800.08. Board members sign monthly bills and look over the check detail sheet. A statement from Azelis for lab testing equipment was added to be paid. Ray motions to give Jeremy permission to sign the check after the meeting, Jeremy seconds, passed unanimously. A proposal for Continuing Services 2025-2026 from Mary Jo was handed to the board members. Evers Accounting’s current rate for the district is $1,900 per month the proposed rate for 2025-26 is $2,090 a 10% increase. A copy of the proposal is attached to the minutes. Ray motions to renew Evers Accounting services at $2,100 a month. Terry seconds Jeremy abstained from voting. Passed unanimously. 
Operations Report: 

Berrier Spraying: Applications were made to the Vale Park and rodeo grounds in prep of the 4th of July Rodeo in Vale. Applications were made on 6-27. In preparations for the county fair, barrier spray applications will take place on Monday 7/14. Public notices have been placed around the fairgrounds, on the district’s website and Facebook page. 

Jordan Valley:  Treated 6-18-2025. Mary has been doing surveillance following applications and according to her surveillance mosquito larvae is not present in most areas. 

Fogging: The district started weekly fogging applications on the 23rd of June and Mary started the week of June 30th. Due to trap counts being low and low counts on Culex, Mary has not fogged. This is due to all the fields being dry and hay being knocked down. Mary’s trap counts have increased in certain areas, and she will be fogging in those areas this week. Megan has been going through records regarding Jordan Valley annexing from the districts fogging applications. The City of Jordan Valley has been conducting spray applications that coincide with Mary’s applications. Megan asked the board members if they recall the year that it was implemented. Megan would like to look it over and understand it for herself moving forward. The board believes that the city of Jordan Valley annexed themselves from the start. Mary Jo was going to the courthouse and while she is there, Mary Jo will look at tax records to see if anyone in the city limits is getting taxed by the district. 

West Nile/ Mosquito update: First West Nile detection in a mosquito trap located in Little Valley (14 Miles West of Vale) Press release was published through the Health Department and published on the district’s website and Facebook page informing the public. When Megan spoke with Dr. Debess, this is the earliest that the virus has been detected since 2018. Which is a week earlier than last year’s first detection. 
Trapping/Dry Ice: Tour Ice has changed suppliers due to the missed delivery dates. The price may increase in dry ice again, but they will have at least 1,000 pounds a week. Due to lack of dry ice, the district could not trap Tuesday or Wednesday.

Ag Terra/ Frontier: The district has used both systems for fogging applications. We have run into issues with both, and they were able to be tended to. A monitor box that was placed on the Guardian foggers must be sent back to get looked at due to it malfunctioning and trying to turn on by itself. Azelis did send an emergency controller to get by until the monitor is fixed and returned. When Frontier worked it was great. Same thing with Spray Logger. Being able to have the range of 5-15mphs makes the night go faster, essentially with the larger areas (everything) I am in communication with Frontier to get an estimate for 4 tablets, and the software.
