The crew walked around passing out mosquito wipes instead of having buckets at the main gates. Also the crew is almost done with this round of larvicide treatment. Barrier spray applications are in full swing for the schools, they will be completed by next Tuesday. Total of three positive locations within Malheur County, four pools total. Little Valley, South of Vale and Jordan Valley. Total mosquitoes caught as of yesterday 9,343 compared to last year 11,216 which is down 1,873. Total Culex mosquitoes caught as of yesterday 2,354 compared to last year 3,008 which is down 663. Baker, Jackson, and Morrow county have positive mosquito pools. Canyon, Ada, Twin Falls, Bannock and Bingham are counties in Idaho that have detected West Nile in mosquito pools.
