The county crews did go out and speak with the public by going door to door handing out information regarding the discovery, they also did land surveys due to this species of mosquito being a container mosquito. There were other sessions that spoke about having enough information for the public to understand the need for our services. Megan also spoke with the Ontario Auto Ranch on the 28th of October regarding the recall on the new pickup. They told her to check back in a month because as of right now they do not have any fixes for said recall. Megan informs the board that information given she will take her personal vehicle to Coos Bay for the Oregon Mosquito and Vector Control Association meeting that is being held the week of November 11th-14th. With travel needed on the 11th of November the board has agreed to exchange days off for working Veterans Day. The shop will be closed on the Tuesday of Thanksgiving week.
