There was an individual that confronted the drone pilot saying they got sprayed with something from the drone. Dave called Megan after the incident occurred to inform her. The individual did not call Megan but instead called the weed department. The individual also contacted the Oregon Department of Agriculture pesticide investigator to investigate this matter further. Megan received an e-mail from the Malheur County Health Department stating that the individual had come in stating they got sprayed by something. Megan had informed the health department the product being applied was a granular product, and a product label was sent to the health department as well.  Dave sent records to the ODA investigator that included a map of the application. The record shows where the drone was, how fast it was flying, and the buffer area that was placed around the pond. The case was closed due to no error from the pilot, and the product label being followed along with having proper documentation of the application. Megan informed the board that Branch would be coming to spray the weeds that are in the Vector’s yard at the end of the week.
